REPORT OF THE TREASURER 

Chuck Allen reported that 2021 was a good year financially for St. Paulôs.  The annual income 
was just under $475,801, which was down by 8% compared to 2020.  Considering the COVID 
pandemic, these results are a blessing.  The total expenses for 2021 were $460,000.  The year-
end result was a surplus of $10,297.  The endowment fund increased by 7% in 2021.  All 
mission commitments were paid 100% as budgeted.  See the printed report for further 
information. 
 

REPORT OF THE RECTOR 

Fr. Joe was led to Psalm 43: 3. ñSend forth your light and your truth, let them guide me; let 
them bring me to your holy mountain, to the place where you dwell.ò  God continues to send 
out His light and His truth to the people of the world to come back to Him.  The Lord is with us 
and is pleased to dwell with us.  We house the Lordôs light and love. 
Fr. Joe welcomed the new Vestry members and thanked those Vestry members whose terms 
expired and were leaving the Vestry.  Fr. Joe told a story of the workers in a lighthouse on a 
rocky shore - they were always faithful to their mission call.  They worked tirelessly together, 
and this went on for years.  As things happen, the more they worked together, the closer they 
became.  They became so connected that as the rescue calls came, they lost interest in 
responding.  Their enthusiasm wore off and so they voted whether they should continue to 
provide rescue.  Every mission post, clubs, congregations, and ministries face this same 
challenge.  We need to continue to push on and work against this temptation.  We live with this 
tension.  We have a mission discernment task force working to see how we can go into the 
world.  We are called to go out and spread the Good News of Jesus Christ.  We will continue to 
be active within the Episcopal Church.  We are so much bigger than this little lighthouse.  Be 
filled with the Holy Spirit and stretch to serve God.  It is not about us, but it is about our Lord 
and Savior Jesus Christ.
